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3 Product Description and Mode of Operation

3.1 Brief Description

The cleaning device consists of 4 individually suspended grinding wheels which are driven centrally by an electric motor. For the
guidance of the abrasive is a frame with rollers running on the steel structure of the 0851 current collector trolley.The control unit is
located in the control box at the bottom of the frame (Dimensions: approx. 1025x950x600 mm).

The electrical interface is a power supply, which provides a DC voltage of 48 V DC. This low voltage is fed directly into the voltage-
free conductor rails by the contacting elements (scope of delivery). At the cleaning device, the supply voltage is collected by the

current collectors.

41 Transport

6.2.1 Mount the Grinding Discs

Use for every block a new set of grinding discs. Open the disc wrapping directly before using. The grinding discs properly fit into
the conductor rails because the grinding discs are under vacuum (thickness of discs is relevant).

Working Steps:

1. Turn anticlockwise to loosen the fast fix nut. Take off the first driving disc from the shaft.

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2. Slide the grinding disc and the driving disc onto the shaft.

Fig. 7: Slide the grinding disc and the driving disc onto the shaft.

1. Put the fast fix nut back again and tighten it firmly. Block the shaft by holding the toothed belt disc. Repeat the working steps
with all four grinding arms.

6.2.2 Make the Cleaning Device ready for Operating

Working Steps:

1. Put the lifting loop to the lifting eye in top of the frame.

2. Attach the lifting at the forklift and lift the cleaning device up until it's free from the ground.
3. Drive the forklift near to the “drive-in zone” of the RTG system.
4. Bring the cleaning device (with the forklift) in position (see Fig. 11).

5. Set up double ladder in back of the “drive-in ramp”. One person should climb up the ladder and go to the ramp to handle the
cleaning device.

6. Lower the fork until the first main roller touches the steel structure. Then push the cleaning device in driving direction until the
guide rollers are inside the steel structure (Fig. 12).

7. Lower fork and release lifting loop from fork, then lift cleaning device at the back of the frame (by hand) and push it in drive
direction until the second main roller fits on the steel structure (see Fig. 13).

10. Pull the square tube out. Then pull the tube to a pleasant working height and rotate the push handle by 90 °. Use bolt to lock
the position.

11. Connect the electrical plug from the push handle to the control box.
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12. Push the cleaning device a few meters in drive direction until the conductor rails get their working width (75 mm). Drive-in area
has 70 mm distance between conductor rails.

13. Release the grinding arms by pulling them down against spring force and unlocking the latching hook (see Fig. 16).

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6.2.3 Adjust Angle Tilt
Working Steps:

1. To adjust the angle between cleaning device and steel structure there is a possibility to adjust at the upper rollers. The angle
can be adjusted by turning the eccentric bolts at the roller's cleaning device.

After the correct angle
is adjusted fix the position by turning the bolt (SW17) clockwise while hold the eccentric-bolt in position.

5. To adjust the offset of grinding discs to the conductor rails loose the 4 screws (SW17) below the grinding unit. Push/Pull the
grinding unit until the grinding discs are aligned with the conductor rails. Then fasten the 4 screws again.

If there is not enough space to adjust the offset in the oblong holes, use the second
thread pattern in the ground plate of the grinding unit!

6. Now the cleaning device is prepared to clean the conductor rails.
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6.3 Connect Power Supply

Risk of injury due to high voltage!
Before the cleaning device is placed on the steel structure, the conductor rails must be disconnected
from the supply voltage!

1. Loosen the butterfly nut (see Fig. 26) and insert the current collector into the rail. Tighten the butterfly nut (see Fig. 27).

2. To power the cleaning device it is necessary to observe the following working steps for connecting the power supply:
a.  Connect the power supply to AC 110-260V 50Hz-60Hz (By Gen-Set/Pillarbox....).

b.  Connect the cable from the cable lug to the power supply.

c.  Switch the power supply on (main switch).

d. Press the voltage release switch on the power supply unit (see Fig. 29).

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e. Press the voltage release switch on the Cleaning Device (see Fig. 30).

f. Checkif the “Power Indicator Lamp” at the cleaning device is shining (see Fig. 31).

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6.4 Cleaning the Conductor Rails

It is important to operate the device at correct speed. Therefore the device has an electric speed control.

1. Start to clean the conductor rails by pushing the device and use the dead man’s switch at the push handle. Motor will start at
correct speed.

2. The three signal lamps at the bottom of the cleaning device showing the correct speed for cleaning. It indicates “too slow”,
“speed ok” and “too fast”.
If the slow lamp shines more than two seconds, the grinding discs will stop to prevent damages at the conductor rails. In this
case, you have to increase the walking speed to get the grinding discs working again.
If the fast lamp shines, the cleaning quality will be decrease.

3. If you reach an expansion unit, you have to push the button (located at the push handle) to activate the belt-brake to avoid
damage of the grinding disc by crossing the gap between the current collector rails.

Shortly before an expansion unit has reached, the button (1) must be pressed (see Fig. 33). The button (1) must be released, if the
expansion has been passing through. Pressing the button (1) will prevent the disc from getting caught in the gap of the expansion
joint.

Conductix-Wampfler recommends cleaning each container corridor twice (one time forth and
one time back)!

Working Steps:

1. Turn the motor switch off.

2. Switch the power supply off (main switch).

3. Disconnect the cable from the connector shoe to the power supply.

4. Open the butterfly nut at the connector shoes and take them off the conductor rail.

5. Pull the grinding arms into the rest position by pulling them down until they were locked.
6. Push the cleaning device to the end of the block near the “drive-in zone”.

7. Putlifting loop into the lifting eye.

8. Remove the cleaning device from the conductor rail.
